Critical Incident Reponses
· From July 1, 2006 to June 31, 2007 KCCRT provided 295 response interventions serving a total of 4,488 individuals across the Commonwealth, utilizing 796 Team Members. 
Crisis Intervention and Psychological First Aid Training
· 520 individuals have received 190 hours of training from July 1, 2006 to June 31, 2007.

Required Classes for NIMS Compliance
As a responding agency, KCCRB, in compliance with the National Incident Management System (NIMS) requirements, advises all KCCRT Members they must take the following classes: IS-700, ICS-100 and ICS-200.  Regional Team Coordinators and Team Leaders are required to take ICS-300 in addition to the other three classes.  The first three classes can be taken online through the FEMA website.  The ICS-300 class is held across the state. 

KCCRB in partnership with Public Health/KHELPS will require proof of NIMS course completion in order to pre-credential for deployment in large-scale responses. All ICS classes qualify as ongoing education to meet membership requirements.  

In order to access each of these and other NIMS courses, go to:  http://training.fema.gov/IS/NIMS.asp .  It is strongly recommended that you print the exam questions prior to taking the course, and complete that exam as you take the course. When you finish the course, take the online exam and submit online to get your certificate. KCCRB requires proof of course completion.
IS-700:  KCCRB 3 hours of ongoing education credit to KCCRT Members for successful completion.
ICS-100:  KCCRB 3 hours of ongoing education credit to KCCRT Members for successful completion.
ICS-200:  KCCRB 4 hours of ongoing education credit to KCCRT Members for successful completion.
ICS-300:  This course is offered throughout the year by Kentucky Emergency Management. Go to: http://kyem.ky.gov/default.htm and click on Training Calendar in header to watch for 2008 courses.  This course is also available through first responder events like fire and rescue schools, although there is usually a registration fee.

KCCRB Partners with KHELPS
(Kentucky Health Emergency Listing of Professionals for Surge)

KHELPS (chfs.ky.gov) is used to register, notify, and inform individuals who are interested in volunteering in the event of an accidental or intentional emergency or other public health care disaster. 
To help meet disaster behavioral health surge capacity needs, KHELPS is partnering with the KCCRB to credential psychologists, counselors, therapists and a broad array of trained disaster behavioral health outreach personnel to become involved. Volunteers will receive training in incident management and an orientation to disaster behavioral health on-line. 

Benefits

The KCCRT will realize many benefits from this partnership:
· The most important benefit is that every KCCRT Member will be registered in the KHELPS System, credentialed by KCCRB and will become part of the National Resource Typing requirements of the National Incident Management System (NIMS).

· All KCCRT members will be in the KHELPS database and will be able to access the information in their individual file to ensure KCCRB has correct contact information and all training completed and responses noted.  This database will be managed by KCCRB.
· The system will be utilized to identify when team memberships are about to expire and staff will generate communications to the team members so that team members make sure they stay current.

· System will support automated call down for large-scale responses. The system will phone, page and email team members until it receives an answer. Team members will be instructed through the call down to take an action (call or report). This will support KCCRB Staff and Regional Team Coordinators to focus on Operations, while Logistics staff manages availability and activation.
· All persons desiring to provide services in a large-scale disaster in Kentucky will be required to register with this system. KCCRB will verify credentials and training, will provide “Just-In-Time” training, and will credential and oversee deployment of qualified persons.
