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Effective Immediately:  On February 18, 2009 the Kentucky Community Crisis Response Board unanimously approved the motion to provide KCCRB regular courses to KCCRT Members in Good Standing at no cost. This applies to all courses offered by KCCRB only.  There will no longer be a $50 course fee.  Team Members may also repeat any of the courses at no cost, for full CEU credits.





KCCRT Members in Good Standing Definition:


Has a Current Membership Agreement on file, and complies with agreement


Completed ICS100 and ICS700 NIMS courses (also free, online)


Holds current ID Badge and Accountability Tag. (If you have submitted all the requested documents for the Badge and Tag, but have not yet received it, you will still qualify.)


Has submitted the ESF-8 form


Has submitted the KyEM Workers Comp Form 50






































As the new Executive Director, one of the first hurdles I wanted to clear was to remove the identified barriers that were preventing KCCRT members from attending agency sponsored training. The barriers identified were cost and location. 





In order for KCCRB to meet its mission of maintaining a trained statewide team to be readily available to respond across the Commonwealth, it seems essential that we provide trainings at no cost to team members who are in good standing.  I felt passionate that KCCRB needed to do this to demonstrate our commitment and support to our volunteer community, noting how significant each and every one of you are to the delivery of the essential services we provide.  Therefore, on February 18, 2009 I made the recommendation to the Membership Committee which in turn made a motion to the Board to waive the fee for the trainings as set forth above.  I am very grateful to the Board for supporting this initiative. 





We are off to a very exciting start and I look forward to leading this already nationally recognized program to an even higher level of service.

Resiliency Evident in Teams


The 2009 Ice Storm is said to be the worst natural disaster in Kentucky history. Most resources were stretched to the limit, including KCCRT. Even so, every response request received was met, and services were provided to 2,757 Kentuckians to assist them in psychological recovery from the storm. This was accomplished by team members who were able to respond, and by partner efforts with Pennyroyal, Four Rivers and Communicare Behavioral Health Centers.


Response strategies included KCCRT Regional Teams supporting neighboring regions, and Behavioral Health Centers stepping up to provide field teams in some of the impacted areas. 


Because this disaster was not localized, most of the team members who responded were also victims of the storm. This speaks to the resiliency of these responders. 


Lessons Learned


Ensure all team members have current contact/resource listing for each county in their Area.


Provide KCCRT Blue Vests to every Regional Team Coordinator to assist in making team members readily identifiable when responding to groups.


Develop a seamless communication system between Red Cross, Public Health/Local Health Departments, KCCRB and local volunteer groups.


Provide all team members activity tracking forms to ensure/encourage accurate and timely reporting of response activities.


Supply team members with laminated SAFER model cards and ensure access to written materials to utilize during response.
